In response to the COVID-19 pandemic, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
has notified the Town of Union that it will receive an allocation of $753,358 in CDBG-CV funds
to be used to prevent, prepare for, and respond to COVID-19. This allocation was authorized by
the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (CARES Act), Public Law 116-136,
which was signed into law on March 27, 2020.

The Town of Union invites the public to review and comment on a proposed Substantial
Amendment to the FFY 2019 Annual Action Plan for the CDBG program. The Substantial
Amendment is to make available CDBG-CV funding under the CARES Act to prevent, prepare
for, and respond the pandemic.

In accordance with federal regulations governing the use of CDBG funds, public input is being
solicited, ending on August 5", 2020.

CDBG-CV Administration & Project Delivery Costs: $88,358.00
COVID-19 Emergency Rent & Utility Assistance: $225,000.00
COVID-19 Emergency Mortgage & Utility Assistance: $225,000.00
COVID-19 Emergency Assistance to Non-Profits: $90,000.00
COVID-19 Economic Development Assistance: $125,000.00

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that in accordance with an Emergency Order of the Governor of the
State of New York, notice is hereby given that a public hearing is scheduled for Wednesday,
August 5, 2020 at 7:00 o’clock or thereafter in the evening in person attendance shall NOT exceed
50% capacity of the Town Hall Board Room, less Town Board Members and Town Employees. It
is anticipated that the maximum number of the public who can be in attendance at Town Hall for
this Town Board meeting and public hearing will be 17 persons.
